Diabetes & Heart Disease Intervention Program 
Humana Foundation FY17 Funding

Late last week the City of Natchez received funding from Humana Foundation to continue our Diabetes & Heart Disease Intervention Program and Tobacco Cessation Program. Funding received totaled $105,000.00 Permission is being requested for the following – 
· To execute grant agreement with Humana Foundation, with the program(s) running from May 1, 2017 to April 30, 2018 

· To allow for the program to be staged at Copiah-Lincoln Community College and to pay them a usage fee of $400.00 for their facilities
· To hire four (4) persons as Independent Contractor(s) to serve lifestyle coaches
· To hire one (1) person as Independent Contractor to serve as Tobacco Cessation counselor
· To hire one (1) person as Independent Contractor to serve as Program Evaluator
· To hire one (1) person as Independent Contractor to serve as Program Director
· To approve and allow for the independent contractor(s) to be paid via the payroll docket as follows – 
· Tobacco Cessation Counselor – paid monthly a wage of $200.00
· D&HDIP Lifestyle Coaches – paid monthly a wage of $375.00
· Program Director – paid a bi-monthly wage of $1,538.46 
· The Program Evaluator will be paid three (3) times via the board docket and after the submission of her report and invoice. 
· Co-Lin will be paid monthly via the docket 

In addition, a motion is needed to allow Ms. Edmonds to establish both a new revenue fund and expense fund for these monies as well as permission to transfer up to $5,000.00 into the revenue fund should monies be needed before the Humana Foundation check is received (mid- May)

Should the city decide to pursue submitting this Public Facilities application for funding consideration, the following actions will need to be adopted:

· Resolution authorizing the preparation and submission of a 2017 CDBG Public Facilities application, which also authorizes Darryl V. Grennell to execute the necessary application documents. Passed on 4.11.17
· Resolution authorizing and approving the matching cash and in-kind funds for the application
· This includes providing with the application a copy of a bank statement showing available funds – staff is recommending local cash totaling $263,700.00
· Note – the administrative in-kind fee is fixed at $20,000.00
· Resolution establishing goals for minority and women-owned businesses
· The state goal is 10% MBE participation and 5% WBE participation
· Resolution stating the city will maintain Fire Station #3 and has adequate funds for its maintenance and city approving the Maintenance Plan
· City has financial ability to maintain station
· City will be responsible for station maintenance
· City has budgeted adequate funds for station maintenance
· City acknowledges that failure to maintain the station may jeopardize future CDBG funding
· Resolution re-adopting the Section 3 Action Plan and again appointing Mr. Johnston as Section 3 Coordinator 
· Similar resolutions have been passed by past board on 8.14.12 and 11.12.15, respectively. 
· Resolution authorizing compliance with Section 504 of the CDBG Act of 1974 
· Similar resolution passed by BOA on 4.9.13
